No hoops or dangling
earrings may be worn and if studs are worn we ask you to accept responsibility for any
damage or loss.

West Sussex Safety Guidelines state that: STUDS DO HAVE TO BE REMOVED FOR PE
You are asked to check with your child’s class teacher which day PE takes place.
Necklaces and bracelets are not allowed.

Children are discouraged from bringing money or toys to school. PE uniform is the same
all year round with additional layers for colder weather.

Any item of clothing may be purchased from chain stores or supermarkets.
